A RESOLUTION, NO. 2011-0043-R

Authorizing the County Administrator to apply for Enhancement Grant Program funds, and requesting that the Commonwealth Transportation Board award the funds and establish a project for the improvement of the Amherst Train Station.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:

I.
That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors authorizes the County Administrator to apply for Enhancement Grant Program funds, and requests that the Commonwealth Transportation Board award the funds and establish a project for the improvement of the Amherst Train Station, as follows:

WHEREAS, the County of Amherst is applying for grant funds under the Transportation Enhancement Grant Program to support improvements to the Amherst Train Station; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Commonwealth Transportation Board construction allocation procedures, a sponsoring local jurisdiction must request by resolution that the Virginia Department of Transportation (“Department”) establish an enhancement project in the jurisdiction.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:


That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors (“Board”) authorizes the County Administrator to apply for funding under the Enhancement Grant Program, and requests that the Commonwealth Transportation Board award the requested funds and establish a project for the improvement of the Amherst Train Station (“Project”).


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:

That if the County is awarded grant funds under the Transportation Enhancement Grant Program for the Project, the County will: (i)  provide a minimum 20 percent of the total cost for planning and design, right-of-way acquisition, and construction of the Project; (ii) will enter into an agreement with the Department to ensure the Project is developed in accordance with all state and federal requirements for design, right-of-way acquisition, and construction of a federally-funded transportation project; and (iii) will provide for the maintenance, upkeep and operating costs of the Project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:


That if the Board subsequently elects to cancel the Project, it will ensure that the Department is reimbursed for the total amount of costs expended by the Department through the date the Department is notified of such cancellation, and it will repay any funds reimbursed that are later deemed ineligible by the Federal Highway Administration.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:


That the Board authorizes the County Administrator to sign all grant agreements and other documents approved by the County Attorney that are necessary to proceed with the Project.

That this resolution shall be in force and effect upon adoption.
