IN RE:  VPI EXTENSION OFFICE-AGRICULTURE AND NATURAL RESOURCES EXTENSION AGENT

Ms. T. Nuckols asked the Board if they would like for her to proceed, regarding Mill Creek Park, with talking to the owner about the county purchasing land for a new restroom facility.  It was a Board consensus that since this fell into Ms. C. Tucker’s District, that she should be present to have a voice in the final decision.

Ms. T. Nuckols informed the Board of possible landscaping to include a retaining wall around the County Administration Building.

Ms. T. Nuckols stated that they were getting ready to redo playgrounds.

IN RE:  DEPARMENT REPORTS

The Board reviewed the Sheriff’s and Accounting Department Reports.

Ms. J. Roberson had questions regarding the Accounting’s Budget Fund Report.  Mr. D. Proffitt was to research and return with answers.
