William Hatchett, Retired Teacher, spoke in favor of the proposed resolution for a school employee bonus.

The risk of not having a bank account reconciled and being able to get an unqualified opinion is so high because for example if you look at DEQ or the requirements that you had to the public and I don’t mean that to be a negative or indictment but moving forward on a positive basis with your internal controls is the strongest charge that he could give the Board.
