BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:

I.
That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors hereby makes lasting the transfer of full administrative and operational responsibility for the Amherst County Animal Care and Control Center (“ACCC”), located at 322 Shelter Lane, Amherst, Virginia, 24521, from the County Administration to the Amherst County Sheriff’s Office (“Sheriff’s Office”), as follows:


WHEREAS, by resolution 2011-0009-R, adopted March 15, 2011, the Board of Supervisors transferred administration of the ACCC to the Sheriff’s Office; and 


WHEREAS, resolution 2011-0009-R provided in part that the transfer of responsibility would be effective through March 15, 2012, that the Sheriff's Office would supply the Board with a report on implementation at the Board’s first regularly scheduled meeting in February 2012, and that the Board thereafter would, at the second regular meeting in February 2012, consider and act on the question of whether to effect a permanent transfer, that is, a lasting transfer without a limited effective date; and 


WHEREAS, the Sheriff’s Office reported on its management of the ACCC at the Board’s regular meeting on February 7, 2012; and 


WHEREAS, that report and other evidence indicate that the Sheriff’s Office has managed the ACCC in a competent and efficient manner, including improving the building and grounds and strengthening daily management processes; and 


WHEREAS, the Board now wishes to consider and act on the question of whether to effect a lasting transfer of ACCC administration to the Sheriff’s Office. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:


That the transfer of complete administrative and operational responsibility and budget authority for the ACCC, at fund number 035010 in the Amherst County Budget, to the Sheriff’s Office effective March 15, 2011, is hereby made lasting without a limited effective date.
