That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors approves the execution and delivery of a support agreement with the Amherst County Service Authority for the issuance by such Authority of its water and sewer system revenue refunding bond, as follows:

WHEREAS, the Amherst County Service Authority (the “Authority”) is a public body politic and corporate of the Commonwealth of Virginia duly created pursuant to the Virginia Water and Waste Authorities Act (Chapter 51, Title 15.2, Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended) (the “Act”) by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Amherst, Virginia (the “County”) and presently owns, operates and maintains water and sewer facilities to provide for the water and sewer needs of the residents and businesses of the County; and
WHEREAS, the County’s financial advisor, Davenport & Company LLC (the “Financial Advisor”) has advised the County and the Authority that it may achieve budgetary advantages and debt service savings by restructuring or refinancing all or a portion of the debt represented by the outstanding portion of the Authority’s Water and Sewer Revenue Bond, Series 2009, issued September 29, 2009 (the “Series 2009 Bond”) and its Water and Sewer Revenue Refunding Bond, Series 2010, issued June 23, 2010 (the “Series 2010 Bond); and

WHEREAS, the Authority intends to issue its Water and Sewer System Revenue Refunding Bond, Series 2012 (the “Local Bond”) in a principal amount not to exceed $12,200,000 to restructure and refinance all or a portion of the Series 2009 Bond and all or a portion of the Series 2010 Bond (together, the “Refunded Bonds”); and

WHEREAS, the Virginia Resources Authority (“VRA”), a public body corporate and political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia has indicated its willingness to purchase such Bond from a portion of the proceeds of its 2012A VRA Bonds (as more particularly defined in the below-defined Local Bond Sale and Financing Agreement, the “VRA Bonds”) and to provide a portion of the proceeds thereof to the Authority to restructure or refinance the Refunded Bonds and pay certain costs of issuance of the Local Bond, in accordance with the terms of a Local Bond Sale and Financing Agreement dated as of April 30, 2012, between VRA and the Authority (the “Local Bond Sale and Financing Agreement”); and

It is acknowledged that (i) VRA would not purchase the Local Bond without the security and credit enhancement provided by the Support Agreement, and (ii) VRA is treating the Support Agreement as a "local obligation" within the meaning of Section 62.1-199 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended, including amendments thereto taking effect as of July 1, 2011 (the "Virginia Code"), which in the event of a nonpayment thereunder authorizes VRA or the trustee for VRA's bonds to file an affidavit with the Governor that such nonpayment has occurred pursuant to Section 62.1-216.1 of the Virginia Code.  In purchasing the Local Bond, VRA is further relying on  Section 62.1-216.1 of the Virginia Code, providing that if  the Governor is satisfied that such nonpayment has occurred, the Governor will immediately make an order directing the Comptroller to withhold all further payment to the County of all funds, or of any part of them, appropriated and payable by the Commonwealth of Virginia to the County for any and all purposes, and the Governor will, while the nonpayment continues, direct in writing the payment of all sums withheld by the Comptroller, or as much of them as is necessary, to VRA, so as to cure, or cure insofar as possible, such nonpayment.
3. In consideration of the Authority’s undertakings with respect to the refunding of the Refunded Bonds, the Chairman or Vice-Chairman of the Board of Supervisors, either of whom may act, is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Support Agreement.  The Support Agreement shall be in substantially the form presented to this meeting, which is hereby approved, with such completions, omissions, insertions or changes not inconsistent with this resolution as may be approved by the Chairman or Vice-Chairman of the Board of Supervisors, in their sole discretion, the execution thereof by the Chairman or Vice-Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to constitute conclusive evidence of his or her approval of such completions, omissions, insertions or changes.

The County Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to carry out the obligations imposed by the Support Agreement on the County Administrator, and to take all proper steps on behalf of the County to achieve the prepayment, redemption and restructuring of the Refunded Bonds as may be required, in accordance with the plan of refinancing set forth above.

Nothing contained herein or in the Support Agreement is or shall be deemed to be a lending of the credit of the County to the Authority, VRA or to any holder of the Bond or to any other person, and nothing herein contained is or shall be deemed to be a pledge of the faith and credit or the taxing power of the County, nor shall anything contained herein or in the Support Agreement legally bind or obligate the Board of Supervisors to appropriate funds for purposes described in the Support Agreement.

That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors concurs with the Amherst Town Industrial Development Authority’s inducement resolution pursuant to Virginia Code Section 15.2-4905, and authorizes execution of the documents necessary for issuance of the 2012 Bond, the proceeds of which shall be used in part to support facilities to be located in the County, as follows:

WHEREAS, Virginia's Region 2000 Local Government Council (the “Council”) has asked the Industrial Development Authority of the Town of Amherst, Virginia (the “Amherst Town Authority”) to issue a revenue bond or note in an amount not to exceed $13,100,000 (the “2012 Bond”); and

WHEREAS, the proceeds of the bond will be paid pursuant to a note payable by Council through payments received by the Member Jurisdictions under a Regional Cooperative Agreement (the "Cooperative Agreement"); and 

WHEREAS, the indebtedness will be used to finance the acquisition, construction, installation and equipping of a new emergency communications system (the "Facilities") for the Counties of Amherst and Bedford, and the Cities of Lynchburg and Bedford (the "Member Jurisdictions"), which system will be operated by the Region 2000 Radio Communications Board (the "Radio Board"); and 

WHEREAS, Section 15.2-4905 of the Industrial Development and Revenue Bond Act, Chapter 49, Title 15.2 of the Code of Virginia, as amended (the “Act”) provides that if a locality has created an industrial development authority, no industrial development authority created by another locality may finance a facility located in the first locality unless the governing body of such locality concurs with the inducement resolution adopted by the industrial development authority that proposes to finance the facility; and

WHEREAS, components of the Facilities will be located in the County of Amherst, Virginia (the "County"); and 

WHEREAS, the Amherst County Board of Supervisors (the “Board of Supervisors”) constitutes the local governing body of the County; and 

WHEREAS, the Council and the Radio Board have asked that the Board of Supervisors concur with the Amherst Town Authority’s inducement resolution and issuance of the 2012 Bond for Facilities to be located in the County.

§ 1.
That Section 14-11 of the Code of the County of Amherst be and hereby is amended, as follows:

Sec. 14-11. - Machinery and tools, merchant's capital, and personal property taxes. 

A.
All machinery and tools, merchant's capital, and tangible personal property with situs in Amherst County not exempted under the Code of Virginia as amended or by this article shall be assessed and taxed at a rate or rates established annually by resolution of the board of supervisors. 

B.
Pursuant to the authority granted the County by Virginia Code § 58.1-3506:  (i) vehicles without motive power, used or designed to be used as manufactured homes as defined in Virginia Code §36-85.3, viz., mobile homes with or without a permanent foundation, shall be taxed at the rate established for real estate; and (ii) motor vehicles, trailers, and semitrailers with a gross vehicle weight of 10,000 pounds or more used to transport property for hire by a motor carrier engaged in interstate commerce shall be taxed at the rate established for machinery and tools.

That this ordinance shall be in force and effect upon adoption.
