Mr. F. Campbell opened the Public Hearing.
Speakers:

Carolyn France spoke in support of Leecy Fink stating she fights for what she believes in and Amherst County needs this type of voice for the children and educators.

Lelia Mays spoke in support of Leecy Fink stating that she gets results and would benefit the community.
Linda Wise spoke in support of Leecy Fink stating her knowledge and background for special needs children and that she would be an asset to the Amherst County School Board.

Amy Mapes spoke in support of Leecy Fink and Alison Crehore stating that both cared about children and would be an asset to the County.

THE COUNTY OF AMHERST HEREBY ORDAINS:

§ 1.
That Section 14-16 be and hereby is added to the Code of the County of Amherst, as follows:

Section 14-16.  Alternative to filing tax returns for personal property. 

A.
County taxpayers are not required to file annual returns for personal property so long as they have registered such personal property with the Commissioner of the Revenue and with the Virginia Department of Motor Vehicles.

B.
Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph A, the owner of personal property garaged or otherwise sited in the County shall file a return whenever there is (i) a change in the name or address of the owner, (ii) a change in the situs of the personal property, (iii) any other change affecting the assessment or levy of tax on personal property for which a tax return has been filed previously, or (iv) any change in which a person acquires one or more items of personal property for which no personal property tax return has been filed. 

C.
For the purposes of this section, “personal property” includes motor vehicles, campers, utility trailers, boats, boat trailers, and mobile homes. 
§ 2.
That this ordinance shall be in force and effect upon adoption.

THE COUNTY OF AMHERST HEREBY ORDAINS:

§ 1.
That the County vacates any interest it may hold in two rights-of-way shown on a platted subdivision located at 5493 South Amherst Highway, Madison Heights, Virginia, 24572, as follows:

WHEREAS, a plat entitled “Property of Samuel B. Rucker Est.”, dated September 1934, was recorded in Plat Book B, page 38, in the Clerk’s Office for the Circuit Court of Amherst County, Virginia; and 

WHEREAS, that plat (hereafter “1934 Plat”), attached hereto as Exhibit A, delineates in part a piece of property located at 5493 South Amherst Highway, Madison Heights, Virginia, 24572 (hereafter, “Property”), which is owned by McBride Industrial LLP (hereafter, “McBride”), and is occupied by the I.H. McBride Sign Company; and 

WHEREAS, the 1934 Plat showed certain portions of the Property set aside for rights-of-way which may have transferred in fee simple to the County of Amherst upon recordation of the 1934 Plat; and 

WHEREAS, among certain portions of the Property on the 1934 Plat possibly so transferred in fee simple to the County of Amherst is “Rucker Street” (hereafter, “Street”), which remains an unopened street; and 

WHEREAS, also among certain portions of the Property on the 1934 Plat possibly so transferred in fee simple to the County of Amherst is an unnamed road (hereafter, “Road”), which is now being used as a driveway to access the Property; and 

WHEREAS, McBride has asked that the County vacate a portion of the Street and the Road by letter dated March 13, 2012, in order to allow the further development of the Property, specifically to permit McBride to construct a 5,000 square foot computer room and office addition to the existing office structure on the Property, which addition is anticipated to result in improved business service to the community and increased tax revenues to the County; and

WHEREAS, the portion of the Street which McBride has asked the County to vacate is fronted by tax map parcels numbered 160A3-1-62 through 70, and 160A3-1-11, and is more particularly described – with reference to a plat entitled “Plat showing property of Hillcrest Associations, Inc.”, prepared by Hurt & Proffitt dated March 7, 1991 (hereafter, “1991 Plat”), attached hereto as Exhibit B – as follows:

BEGINNING AT A POINT, said point being where said right-of-way adjoins tax map number 160A3-A-10; thence S 43º 15’00”W, 236.03 feet to a point; thence S 61º24’00”W, 246.03 feet to a point; thence N 22º44’00”W, 134.18 feet to a point; thence N 32º56’00”E, 31.60 feet to a point; thence S 78º39’56”E, 26.89 feet to a point; thence S 32º56’00”W, 28.30 feet to a point; thence S 22º44’00”E, 78.20 feet to a point; thence N 61º24’00”E, 210.40 feet to a point; thence N 43º15’00”E, 229.76 feet to a point; thence S46º34’07”E, 40.00 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING containing 0.502 acres of land, more or less; 

and 

WHEREAS, the portion of the Road which McBride has asked the County to vacate is fronted by tax map parcels numbered 160A3-1-18 through 46; and 160A3-1-47A through 55A, and 160A3-1-72, and is more particularly described, with reference to the 1991 Plat, as follows:

BEGINNING AT A POINT, said point being where said right-of-way adjoins S. Amherst Highway, Route 163; thence S 30º30’00”W, 289.82 feet to a point; thence S 41º07’00”W, 348.60 feet to a point; thence S 52º13’00”W, 136.29 feet to a point; thence N 37º11’44”E, 96.46 feet to a point; thence N 52º13’00”E, 40.69 feet to a point; thence N 41º07’00”E, 343.85 feet to a point; thence N 30º30’00”E, 241.86 feet to a point; thence N 59º12’50”E, 52.04 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING containing 0.402 acres of land, more or less; 

and 

WHEREAS, neither the Street nor the Road has been developed for the purposes identified in the 1934 Plat, there is no indication that either is needed for the purposes identified in the 1934 Plat, and as both the Street and the Road are completely encompassed by the Property, they have been used solely for the benefit of the business located on the Property; and

WHEREAS, estimation of the fair market value of the portions of the Street and the Road vacated by this ordinance is speculative, as both portions are completely encompassed within the Property and can offer no avenues for ingress or egress that would be generally available to or beneficial to the public; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission voted on April 5, 2012, to approve the major site plan for construction of the 5,000 square foot addition to the existing office building on the Property, conditioned on vacation of the rights-of-way by the Board of Supervisors; and 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of Amherst County, acting by and through its Board of Supervisors, to vacate any interest the County may have in the two portions of the 1934 Plat containing the above-described portions of the Street and the Road by this Ordinance of Vacation in accordance with the provisions of Virginia Code § 33.1-166.1 and § 15.2-2272; and 

WHEREAS, the effect of such vacation shall be to vest fee simple title in the above-described portions of the Street and the Road so vacated to McBride, free and clear of any rights of the public or other owners of the lots shown on the aforesaid plat, but subject to the rights of the owners of any public utility installations which have been previously erected therein, in accordance with the provisions of Virginia Code § 15.2-2274.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, that in accordance with the provisions of Virginia Code § 33.1-166.1 and § 15.2-2272, those parts of the 1934 Plat containing the portions of the Street and the Road, which portions are more particularly described above, shall be, and the same hereby are, vacated, a public hearing thereon having been duly advertised in accordance with the provisions of Virginia Code § 15.2-2272.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this Ordinance of Vacation shall be recorded after the expiration of 30 days from the date of adoption, unless appealed to the Circuit Court for the County of Amherst, Virginia, and thereafter this Ordinance of Vacation is affirmed by said Court, in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court of Amherst County, Virginia.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that in accordance with the provisions of Virginia Code § 15.2-2274, the recordation of this Ordinance of Vacation shall operate to destroy the force and effect of those portions of the 1934 Plat so vacated, and to vest fee simple title to the portions  of the  Road and the Street described above in McBride free and clear of any rights of the public or other owners of lots shown on the 1934 Plat, but subject to the rights of the owners of any public utility installations which have been previously erected therein.  

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that within 90 days following the adoption of this ordinance of vacation, McBride shall pay to the County the costs of publishing the legal advertisement in connection with the conduct of the public hearing on this ordinance, and no additional consideration for the County’s interest in the rights-of-way, if any.  The County declines to charge McBride for any County interest in the rights-of-way because the Board of Supervisors finds that the public benefit from McBride’s proposed business expansion outweighs what could only be a speculative estimate of the fair market value of the rights-of-way.

That this ordinance shall be in force and effect upon adoption.
