THE COUNTY OF AMHERST HEREBY ORDAINS:

§ 1.
That Section 9-27 of the Code of the County of Amherst be and hereby is amended, as follows:

Sec 9-27. – Assessment of license fee; exemption for public safety volunteers.

(a)
There is hereby assessed to any person owning or leasing a motor vehicle, trailer or semi-
trailer, normally garaged, stored or parked in Amherst County on January 1 of each year an Amherst County motor vehicle license fee. 

(b)
In accordance with the provisions in this subsection, the Commissioner of the Revenue annually shall exempt from payment of the motor vehicle license fee one  vehicle owned or leased by an active member of a volunteer fire department or volunteer rescue squad located in Amherst County.  For the purposes of this subsection “active member” means a person who:  (i) resides in Amherst County outside the corporate limits of the Town of Amherst; (ii) is a member in good standing of a volunteer fire department or volunteer rescue squad located in Amherst County; and (iii) regularly responds to calls or performs other duties for that department or squad. The chief of each volunteer fire department and captain of each volunteer emergency rescue squad will may, no later than June 1 of each year, prepare and certify a list of such active members, of his department or squad who regularly respond to calls or perform other duties for the department or squad and who reside in the county outside the corporate limits of the Town of Amherst. The certified list will which list shall include the complete name of each individual the active member, his residence address, and the identification number, and description of the car motor vehicle owned or leased by such active member and to be certified for exemption for which the active member seeks exemption. Each individual so certified will complete the required application form, submit it to his chief who will attach all individual applications to the certified listing and submit to the treasurer  of the county.   The chiefs and captains shall submit the certified lists to the Director of Public Safety for approval and submission to the Commissioner of the Revenue.  After reviewing and comparing the certified listing and applications lists with the personal property tax rolls, the treasurer will issue an exemption certificate to each certified member without charge Commissioner of the Revenue shall exempt the identified vehicles from payment of the license fee. No member of a volunteer rescue squad or volunteer fire department shall be issued an exemption certificate for more than one (1) vehicle free of charge owned or leased by an active member shall be exempted from payment of the license fee annually.

That this ordinance shall be in force and effect upon adoption.
