THIS AMENDMENT IV TO THE CHARTER AGREEMENT, by and among AMHERST COUNTY, APPOMATTOX COUNTY, BEDFORD COUNTY, CAMPBELL COUNTY and the CITY OF BEDFORD and the CITY OF LYNCHBURG, hereinafter together the “Political Subdivisions.”

WHEREAS, by Agreement dated April 18, 1969, the Political Subdivisions agreed to create a joint community service board named “Community Mental Health Service Board of Central Virginia” serving the Counties of Amherst, Appomattox, Bedford and Campbell and the Cities of Bedford and Lynchburg (the “April 18, 1969 Agreement”);

WHEREAS, the Political subdivisions by a Charter Agreement dated June 15, 1970, adopted a charter for such community service board, which Charter Agreement replaced the April 18, 1969 Agreement in its entirety (the “Charter Agreement”);

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of Central Virginia Community Services Board, that it formally requests the Counties of Amherst, Appomattox, Bedford and Campbell, and the Cities of Bedford and Lynchburg (the “Governmental Entities”) to amend Article I, Section 1 of the Community Services Board’s existing Charter Agreement to formally change the name of this Community Services Board to “Horizon Behavioral Health.”


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Community Services Board’s chief executive officer be authorized and directed to forward this Resolution, together with a draft of a proposed amendment to the Charter Agreement, to the Governmental Entities for their consideration and adoption.


THEREFORE, the Charter Agreement, dated June 15, 1970, as previously amended by Amendment 1 effective November 15, 1971 and Amendment II effective June 8, 1973 and Amendment III effective February 13, 2007, is further amended as follows:


Article I, Section 1 is amended in it’s entirely to provide:

“Section 1.  The name of the Organization shall be Horizon Behavioral Health.  Horizon Behavioral Health, its programs, and its subdivisions may, as determined by its board, trade under the name of Horizon Health.”


All other provisions of the Charter Agreement as previously amended shall remain the same.


This amendment IV to the Charter Agreement can be executed in multiple counterparts, which when taken together shall constitute a single document.
