a. Ordinance 2012-0013:  Amending the 2007-2027 Comprehensive Plan and Future Land Use Map to establish a new zoning district, the Residential Mixed Use District (the "RMU-1 district"), in the neighborhood known as Old Town Madison Heights.   This will result in a rezoning of all parcels zoned R-2 General Residential District located in the area demarcated by the James River, Route 210, Route 29 Business and Route 163.  The rezoning will ease the restrictions on yard setbacks to facilitate development of small and irregularly shaped lots in the neighborhood, and will authorize new uses and development standards.  The new standards governing the RMU-1 district are intended to permit a compatible mix of uses in a single structure or a group of structures on a parcel or group of parcels, for a variety of uses – including residential, commercial, cultural, educational, and other public and private uses – discourage piecemeal development, facilitate investment by increasing the number of permitted principal and accessory uses in a single district, and encourage high quality redevelopment by permitting greater regulatory flexibility.   The density standards applicable to the RMU-1 district are the same as those for the R-2 district as specified in § 801 of Appendix A, Amherst County Code.

Request by Global Tower Assets, LLC, for approval of a special exception in the in the M-1 Industrial District.  The purpose of the special exception is to allow a personal wireless service facility to be erected to one-hundred and ninety-five (195) feet in height, with a four (4) foot lightning rod for a total height of one-hundred and ninety-nine (199) feet.  The parcel is located at the intersection of Cedar Gate Road and Iron Bridge Road in Monroe, VA, within the Norfolk Southern Railroad property right-of-way.

That the Board of Supervisors hereby transfers certain County-owned property located at 101 Taylor Street, Amherst, Virginia, 24521, and consisting of .250 of an acre, to the Amherst Fire Department, as follows:


WHEREAS, the Amherst Fire Department (“AFD”) occupies a building situate on land owned by Amherst County (“the County”); and 


WHEREAS, this property is located at 101 Taylor Street, Amherst, Virginia, 24521, and  is more particularly known as tax map parcel 96A4 A 145; and 


WHEREAS, AFD has asked that the Board transfer the land to it so that AFD can use the entire property as collateral for loans to make improvements to the fire station, including obtaining a generator that would allow the station to continue to operate when electrical service is not available; and 


WHEREAS, Virginia Code § 15.2-953 authorizes the County to make donations of real property to any association or other organization furnishing voluntary fire-fighting services; and    


WHEREAS, the Board supports AFD’s provision of fire services and hence wants to ensure that they have all the resources necessary for that purpose; and 


WHEREAS, the Board has held a public hearing on the question of the transfer of public property as required by subsection B of Virginia Code § 15.2-1800, and considered public input on the transfer.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST:

That pursuant to Virginia Code §§ 15.2-953 and 15.2-1800, the Board hereby donates the property located at 101 Taylor Street, Amherst, Virginia, 24521, and more particularly denominated as tax map parcel 96A4 A 145, to the Amherst Fire Department.
