WHEREAS, Alfred Rose joined Amherst County as a Sheriff’s Deputy on July 1, 1972, and was assigned to the jail; and

WHEREAS, Alfred happened to be the first African American Deputy hired in Amherst County and was subsequently promoted to road deputy in 1973; and 

WHEREAS, eight years later, Alfred continued his progression through the ranks of the Amherst County Sheriff’s Office and was named patrol Sergeant in 1981 by Sheriff Michael Cox; and

WHEREAS, in 1992 following construction of the Amherst County Jail, Alfred became the Chief Jailor; and 

WHEREAS, Sheriff L.J. Ayers III rightfully appointed Alfred as Chief Deputy on January 1, 1996; and 

WHEREAS, after 40 years of dedicated service to Amherst County, Alfred retired on October 1, 2012; and

WHEREAS, Alfred’s legacy is enshrined forever in Amherst County, and he will be greatly missed, but not forgotten.

That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors ratifies the adoption of the EMS Revenue Recovery Rates as proposed by EMS Management & Consultants, as follows:

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors approved EMS Recovery Rates on December 16, 2008, which became effective January 1, 2009; and

WHEREAS, in 2009, Amherst County hired seven additional emergency medical/fire services providers; and

WHEREAS, the demand for services and the cost of fuel have continued to increase; and


WHEREAS, the EMS Revenue Recovery Rates were as follows prior to July 1, 2012:  Advanced Life Support (ALS) 2 Comprehensive Transport - $600.00; ALS Emergency Transport - $500.00; ALS Nonemergency Transport - $500.00; Basic Life Support (BLS) Emergency Transport - $350.00; BLS Nonemergency Transport - $350.00; and ground transport mileage - $9.25 per mile; and 

WHEREAS, by spoken motion on June 19, 2012, the Board adopted new EMS Revenue Recovery Rates in order to generate additional revenue to help offset the increased cost of providing EMS services.
