1)
Drainfield: The applicant shall consult with the Department of Health to ensure that the drainfield serving the parcel of land will not be affected by the proposed increase in vehicles.  The applicant shall provide a written letter from the Department of Health to the Amherst County Planning Department confirming that the vehicles will not affect the drainfield.  

2)
Paving or Surface Treating: In accordance with Section 602.02 the parking area shall be surface treated or paved to eliminate dust.

3)
Parking: All vehicles shall be parked in a designated parking area that is 9’ x18’ in size.  The parking lot shall have an isle width of at least twenty-two (22) feet.

4)
Trash Disposal: If an outdoor trash facility is added, a wooden privacy fence shall be erected around the dumpster and shall be placed in the rear yard.  The fence shall be a wooden slat fence that is a minimum of six (6) feet in total height.

5)
Lighting: Lighting facilities shall be so arranged that light is reflected away from adjacent properties and streets.

6)
Sight Distance: The placement of all automobiles for sale shall be located in an area that does not affect any vehicular sight distance.

7)
Outdoor storage: No miscellaneous items shall be stored outside the building other than vehicles that are for sale and or waiting repair.

8)
Operative Motor Vehicles: All vehicles for sale must be in operating condition.  Vehicles that are waiting repair shall be stored in a fenced in area that is fully screened from Route 29 Business.  A maximum of five (5) vehicles waiting repair may be stored outside.  The maximum time any vehicle that is not for sale can be on the parcel is 120 days.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:

I. That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors recognizes First Baptist Church Coolwell for serving the County for over 150 years as follows:

WHEREAS, the Amherst County Board of Supervisors strives to preserve and protect our natural and historic resources for the benefit of our County citizens and to enhance and promote the County image and therefore recognizes the role and vitality of community churches; and

WHEREAS, organizers created and established the First Baptist Church Coolwell in 1861 with the support of the Ebenezer Baptist Church setting aside certain days that the members of the First Baptist Church Coolwell could come and worship due to the Church not owning a building; and

WHEREAS, this beginning for the new church was during tumultuous times for our Country, and

WHEREAS, Sye Turner became the first leader and subsequently organized the Church group and Sunday school at Coolwell, thus the Church was named First Baptist Church because it was the first organized black church in Amherst County; and  

WHEREAS, the Rev. Archie Ferguson was called as the first pastor in 1872 and served during a devastating fire that destroyed the Church, resulting in services being held in a blacksmith shop until rebuilding on the same foundation; and

WHEREAS, Rev. R. D. Merchant was elected as pastor in March 1876 and remained in that position for an astounding 58 years and 10 months with Rev. J.P. Rose and Rev. Ernest P. Scott, Jr. following and continuing to build upon the work of previous pastors, deacons, and servants; and

WHEREAS, Rev. Charles E. Frye was called as the fifth pastor and continues in this capacity today, with the Church continuing its ministry; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:

That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors hereby recognizes the First Baptist Church Coolwell for more than 150 years of ministry in Amherst County, rightfully recognizes the stellar leadership of the Church’s five pastors, and hereby calls this matter to the attention to all of our citizens.
