IN RE:  PROPOSAL TO THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS FOR A NEW ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT INCENTIVE PROGRAM – LEE COBB

Mr. L. Cobb presented information to the Board and answered Board questions.

Mr. C. Monday provided additional information and answered Board questions.
Mr. D. Kidd moved that the Board approve the recommendations from the Amherst EDA and approve the Principles-Guidelines and Sources of Financial Incentives sections of the recommended new incentives guidelines, designate the County Attorney as support for developing the mechanism the Board will formally adopt which makes this program supersede all other previous incentive programs and practices, and, designate the County Attorney as support for drafting EDA-business incentive agreements. 
PRINCIPLES-GUIDELINES 

1.  Qualifying Businesses – Incentives can be awarded to “basic,” for profit businesses deriving more than 50% of their revenue from sales outside the county; or for profit businesses can qualify if they derive over 50% of their revenue in direct support of “basic” businesses.  Qualifying businesses include any commercial enterprise (manufacturing, service, distribution, agriculture, etc.) that meets requirements of all applicable legal codes and the Thresholds in number 4 below.

2. New and Existing Businesses – Both businesses new to the county and existing businesses in the county (defined as those having paid local taxes one or more years) are eligible for local incentives.  In recognition of their prior contributions to the local employment and tax bases, existing businesses are eligible for Amherst County incentives in excess of those for new businesses as defined in number 5 below.

3. New Investment and Jobs – Incentives for a new or existing business will be awarded only for investment and jobs created after an incentive application has been made.  Prior investment and job creation are ineligible for consideration.

4. Thresholds – To qualify for local incentives, a business must meet the following thresholds.

· Meet requirements for numbers 1, 2, and 3 above as applicable.

· Invest at least $250,000 for existing for profit businesses and $500,000 for new for profit businesses in taxable real property and improvements; taxable machinery and equipment; and/or taxable business personal property. (Investment in   land without making additional taxable investment in the form of taxable site improvements, taxable facilities, and/or taxable machinery-equipment-business personal property does not qualify.)  The $250,000 and $500,000 investment thresholds must be a net increase over the assessed value of taxable property for the year prior to the incentive application.   (Purchasing land at more than the value established by Amherst County for local tax purposes does not in itself constitute an investment for the purpose of an incentive.  To establish an incentive, there must be additional taxable investment in the form of facilities and/or machinery-equipment –business personal property.  The taxable value of the facilities, machinery and equipment, and business personal property will then be added to the increased taxable value of the land for the total investment subject to possible incentives.) 

5. Amount and Duration-Parameters on the amount/value and duration of local, Amherst County incentives follow.  These incentives are in addition to incentives awarded by any other entity.

· An amount not exceeding 5% of the initial, new taxable investment can be awarded to new businesses or existing businesses locating new facilities in Amelon Commerce Center.    

· An amount not exceeding 4% of the initial, new taxable investment can be awarded new or expanding businesses at other locations in the county.  Businesses already located in Amelon Park choosing to expand are to be subject to this provision.

· Incentives can be awarded in the full approved amount at one time, if AEDA and /or the County are able to allocate sufficient resources, or be allocated over a period of up to 10 years, as agreed between the incentive recipient and the Amherst County Economic Development Authority, Board of Directors.

· Any combination of incentives specified in the SOURCES OF FINANCIAL INCENTIVES section below can be used to calculate the total value awarded, not to exceed the limits specified above.

· First year, full time equivalent jobs created in conjunction with the $250,000 investment threshold for existing businesses make them eligible for an additional incentive of 1% of the new jobs payroll per year for the duration of the incentive agreement, as long as the jobs are retained.  But, the total incentive awarded to an existing, expanding business shall not exceed 5% of new taxable investment.

6.  “CLAWBACK” – Should incentives be awarded prior to taxable investment being completed by a new or existing business, to the extent possible there will be “clawback” provisions made in the incentive agreement.  Such provisions will enable the recovery of incentives in the event of default by the business on its investment commitment.

7.  AUTHORITY TO AWARD INCENTIVES – The Amherst County Economic Development Authority Board of Directors is given the authority by the Amherst County Board of Supervisors, within the guidelines specified in this policy/program, to make incentive commitments without returning to the Board for approval.   This authority includes establishment of administrative mechanisms, entering into agreements with new and expanding businesses, verification of performance by the businesses, initiating “clawbacks”, and other necessary activities.  However the AEDA does not have the authority to expand or modify provisions of this policy/program without the approval of the Board.

8. EXCEPTIONS – Both the AEDA and Board of Supervisors recognize the possibility of a business, non-profit entity, etc. proposing an activity with exceptional opportunity for the County but which does not meet incentive qualifying guidelines.  Under these circumstances, the AEDA will forward the incentive application to the Board for direction.

SOURCES OF FINANCIAL INCENTIVES

The Board of Supervisors approves the following sources of incentives that can be allocated by AEDA under this policy/program and without returning to the Board for approval.  (Exceptions can be approved by the board of supervisors as indicated in #8 above.)
1. Real Estate, Machinery and Equipment, and/or Business Personal Property and/or Gross Receipt Taxes – Full or partial reimbursement for a period not to exceed 10 years and the 4%. or 5% limits on incentives as specified in #5 above.

2. Land Use Tax Relief—Waiver or reimbursement of roll-back taxes, to the extent that other provisions of these guidelines and the Amherst County Land Use Tax Relief program are met.

3. One Time application, Permitting, and Inspection Fees—Waiver

4. Sales Price for Publicly Owned Land – Reduction in price from market value on sites in Amelon Park and/or other properties acquired in the future by the Economic Development Authority

5. Landfill Fees – Waiver or reduction during construction

6. Water and Sewer Availability Fees – Full or partial reimbursement when AEDA has generated sufficient cash from its own activities to have established an incentive fund

7. Cash Grants – Offered by the AEDA Board when AEDA has (1) generated sufficient cash from its own activities (2) when necessary to match State and/or Federal grants, and (3) when necessary for an issue not otherwise addressed

8. Other Types of Assistance Not Subject to the Total Award Limitations
· Tax exempt industrial revenue bonds

· Build-to-lease facilities (arrangements for and participation by AEDA when it has sufficient resources to finance the construction of these facilities.)

· Normal costs of conveying publicly owned property

· Advocacy role of AEDA and its consultant/staff

ACTIONS REQUESTED OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
1. Approval of this proposal for economic development incentive guidelines

2. Designation of the County Attorney as legal support to AEDA for developing the County ordinance that will codify this proposal and drafting future incentive agreements.
3. Establish through local ordinance the entire county as a Technology Zone per State enabling legislation-- Technology Zones per State enabling legislation allow a broad array of financial incentives for up to 10 years to a targeted group of businesses as defined by the locality.
4. Agreement by the Board of Supervisors that for the purpose of the Technology Zone, all businesses/activities qualify  that either produce a technology based product or service and/or employ a significant level of technology (to be determined by AEDA if questionable) in their operations.
5. Transfer ownership of remaining property in Amelon Commerce Center to AEDA so that the land value can be used as an incentive for marketing purposes.
