BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:


I.
That four members of the Board of Supervisors of Amherst County hereby state that the bid by Donald W. Kidd, Member, Amherst County Board of Supervisors, (District 1), on the kitchen equipment maintenance services contract for Amherst County Schools is in the public interest in light of its responsive nature and low cost, as follows:


WHEREAS, the State and Local Government Conflict of Interests Act (Virginia Code Title 2.2, Chapter 31, §§ 2.2-3100 et seq.) provides that no member of a Board of Supervisors may have a personal interest in a contract other than a contract of employment with any other governmental agency if the Board of Supervisors appoints a majority of the members of the governing body of the other governmental agency; and 


WHEREAS, there are exceptions to that prohibition; and 

WHEREAS, Donald W. Kidd, Member, Amherst County Board of Supervisors, (District 1), owns and is the president of Controls and Equipment Services, Inc., a company which services cooking and refrigeration equipment; and 

WHEREAS, Controls and Equipment Services, Inc., bid on a contract to repair and maintain equipment in 10 kitchens located in Amherst County public schools; and 


WHEREAS, the Commonwealth’s Attorney has opined that such contract, between the company owned by Mr. Kidd and the Amherst County School Board, is an exception to the general COIA prohibition, and is a permitted contract so long as Mr. Kidd has no involvement in preparing the specifications for the contract and the remaining members of the Board of Supervisors state that it is in the public interest for Mr. Kidd to bid on the contract; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Kidd had no involvement in preparing the specifications for the Kitchen Equipment Maintenance request for proposals #16418 or for any contract resulting therefrom; and 


WHEREAS, the County Attorney and the School Board Attorney concur that the resolution stating that a bid is in the public interest may be adopted subsequent to the bid; and 


WHEREAS, the County Purchasing Agent confirms that the response to the Kitchen Equipment Maintenance request for proposals #16418 from Controls & Equipment Services, Inc. has been properly evaluated and determined to provide the highest quality and most cost effective solution for the kitchen equipment maintenance needs of Amherst County Schools; and 

WHEREAS, securing high quality responsive services at the most cost effective price is in the County’s best interest. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:


That the four members of the Board of Supervisors other than Donald W. That the Board hereby directs the Amherst County Building Committee to move forward with procurement actions necessary to develop a recommendation for entry into an interim or comprehensive agreement governing the renovation of the building occupied by the Amherst County Sheriff’s Office, as follows:


WHEREAS, the Board formed the Building Committee by motion passed unanimously at its meeting of October 2, 2012, and tasked it with oversight of the renovation of the building occupied by the Amherst County Sheriff’s Office (the “Project”); and 


WHEREAS, the Committee has been advised by Bill Gillespie, Amherst County Project Manager, that the Project is well suited to be developed under the auspices of the Public-Private Education Facilities and Infrastructure Act of 2002 (PPEA), in accordance with the guidelines adopted by the Board of Supervisors on January 15, 2013; and 

WHEREAS, the Committee has concluded that the Project should be developed under the PPEA and hence seeks approval by the Board to move forward with such development. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:

That the Board finds that developing the Project under the PPEA is likely to be advantageous to the County based on the probable scope, complexity, or priority of the Project, and the benefits offered by risk sharing, including guaranteed cost or completion guarantees.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:


That the Amherst County Building Committee is directed to review and arrange for the issuance of a request for proposals (“RFP”) for the Project, review the proposals submitted in response to that RFP, identify proposals for conceptual phase consideration, consider those proposals at the conceptual phase, and develop for the Board a recommendation as to which contractor or contractors should be selected for further consideration at the detailed review phase or for entry into an interim or comprehensive agreement.

That the Board shall consider the Building Committee’s recommendations for entry into an interim or comprehensive agreement subsequent to a public hearing which shall be held in accordance with the provisions at VII.E of the Amherst County PPEA Guidelines.
