Amending § 7-1 of the Amherst County Code relating to public entertainment to provide that (1) all sponsors must submit an application, not just sponsors of paid entertainment, (2) the application shall be submitted to, and reviewed and approved by, the Director of Recreation and Parks rather than the Board of Supervisors, (3) detailed information must be submitted by all sponsors, rather than only those proposing entertainment for a period longer than eight hours daily, and (4) exceptions to the application of the Code are eliminated; and repealing § 7-4 to eliminate an obsolete reference to state law.

THE COUNTY OF AMHERST HEREBY ORDAINS:


§ 1.
That Section 7-1 of the Code of the County of Amherst be and hereby is amended, as follows:

Section 7-1. Public entertainments, auditoriums or arenas entertainment.

A.
This section is enacted pursuant to Code of Virginia § 15.2-1200 for the purpose of providing necessary regulation for to govern the conduct of public entertainment in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare.  For  the purposes of this section, “public entertainment” includes, but is not limited to, musical or entertainment concerts, festivals, and fairs and of any gathering or group of individuals for the purpose of listening to or participating in entertainment, including but not limited to musical renditions, in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare of the citizens and inhabitants of the county. 

B.
All Sponsors of public entertainments entertainment of any kind to which admission is to be charged shall apply and obtain a license from the board of supervisors shall submit an application for a permit to the Director of Recreation and Parks. This requirement shall not apply to events sponsored by any board, agency, or authority of Amherst County, although the director of parks and recreation Director of Recreation and Parks shall be notified in advance of all such events. Application for a public entertainment license Applications shall be in writing on forms provided for the purpose and shall be filed in duplicate with the director of parks and recreation Director of Recreation and Parks at least sixty (60) days before the date of such festival or outdoor entertainment, and at least twenty-one (21) days prior to a regular meeting of the board of supervisors. The application shall have attached thereto and made a part thereof the plans, statements, approvals and other documents required by this article section. A copy of the application shall be sent by the director of parks and recreation The Director of Recreation and Parks shall send a copy of the application to the county administrator and each member of the board of supervisors. 

C.
If the entertainment is to be conducted for a period of more than eight (8) hours in any day, the The application for the license permit shall contain the following information: 

(1)
The name, address, and business and cellular phone numbers of the person sponsoring the entertainment;.

(2)
The admission to be charged persons attending the entertainment;

(3)
The names of performers who will entertain;

(4)
Plans, agreed to approved by the county fire marshal, County Fire Marshal for proper fire protection as set forth in accordance with the Statewide Fire Prevention Code; and with any applicable provisions of Amherst County Code § 10-5.
(5)
An agreement from a recognized first-aid crew or ambulance service that it will be in attendance and ready to transport emergency cases to the nearest medical facility at all times the entertainment is conducted;.
(6)
Plans, agreed to by the health officer, Plans approved by the County Health Department for the installation and servicing of sanitary facilities, sufficient to accommodate the number of persons anticipated to attend; expected attendees.
(7)
An If food is to be provided, an agreement from a qualified catering service to provide refreshment to those anticipated to attend; .

(8)
For events to be held on property belonging to Amherst County of or any of its boards, agencies or authorities, a bond in the penalty amount of five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) conditioned to on the removal and clearing of the premises so as to leave them in the same condition as they were found, and to the execution of on full compliance with the terms of the application;. 

(9)
Money or securities in the amount of fifty dollars ($50.00) per day for each day the entertainment is to be presented shall be collected as a fee for the issuance of the permit. If, for any reason the entertainment is presented for less than the number of days stipulated, the applicant shall be entitled to a refund of the unearned portion of the monies collected;Plans approved by the Director of Public Works for trash collection and disposition. 

(10)
Proof of liability insurance in an amount to be deemed adequate by the board of supervisors Director of Recreation and Parks. For events taking place on property owned by Amherst County or any of its boards, agencies, or authorities, Amherst County shall be named as a co-insured;.
(11)
For events scheduled to take place on property owned by Amherst County or any of its boards, agencies, or authorities, payment in advance of per diem rent and supervisory fees, in an amount to be determined from time to time by the parks, recreational and cultural development board Parks, Recreation, and Cultural Development Board. 

(12)  A copy of the permit confirming County inspection and approval of any amusements such as carnival rides or inflatables.  

D.
If no admission is to be charged and the entertainment is not to be conducted for more than five (5) hours, the application for license shall only contain the information as to the sponsor's name, the purpose and the date and time.   If the entertainment is to be conducted for a period of more than eight (8) hours in any day, the application shall be accompanied by a fee of $50.00 for each such day the entertainment is to be conducted.  

E.
Upon compliance with the terms above, the board of supervisors shall issue a permit to the applicant for the days designated in the application. The permit shall be posted conspicuously upon the premises for the duration of the event. Director of Recreation and Parks shall approve the application and issue a permit.

F.
The premises shall be available to inspection by the county sheriff's department and department of public safety, the state police, Amherst County Sheriff’s Office, State Police, other law enforcement agencies, the Department of Public Safety, and the Health Department and the health department. 

G.
Failure to obtain the permit or to continue to make available any of the services set forth in the application, Sponsoring public entertainment without an approved application shall constitute a misdemeanor, and, on conviction, the sponsor shall be subject to a fine of not less than fifty dollars ($50.00) nor more than one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) for each violation.   Nothing in this chapter shall be construed to supersede the provisions of law as to disorderly conduct, public drunkenness or the other criminal laws of the state. 

H.
Where a person requesting a permit pursuant to this section can show that the strict application of all the terms and provisions of this section would cause unnecessary hardship, because conditions or reasons peculiar to the type of entertainment to be presented, and where, in the opinion of the board of supervisors, a variance or departure from the provisions of this section can be made without destroying the intent of this section, and where the board is satisfied that such variation or exception will be in harmony with the intended spirit and purpose of this section and in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare of the citizens and inhabitants of the county, the board may grant an exception or variance from the strict application of all or certain of the terms and provisions of this section. Any variance or exception so authorized shall be in writing and shall set forth the reasons justifying the granting of the variance or exception. 
§2.
That § 7-4 of the Code of the County of Amherst is repealed, as follows: 

Sec. 7-4. - Sunday sales. 

The provisions of the Code of Virginia, § 18.2-341, as amended, commonly referred to as the Sunday Closing Law or Blue Law shall have no force or effect within the boundaries of the county. 

§3.
That this ordinance shall be in force and effect upon adoption.

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FISCAL AGENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN

THE COUNTY OF AMHERST

AND THE

AMHERST COUNTY SESQUICENTENNIAL COMMITTEE FOR THE AMERICAN CIVIL WAR

This Fiscal Agent Agreement (hereafter “Agreement”), is made this 16th day of April, 2013, by and between the County of Amherst (hereafter, “County”), and the Amherst County Sesquicentennial Committee for the American Civil War (“Committee”), both of which may be collectively referred to as “the Parties”.  

W I T N E S S E T H:


WHEREAS, the Amherst County Board of Supervisors (“Board”) approved formation of the Amherst County Sesquicentennial Committee for the American Civil War (“Committee”) by its vote approving the membership of that Committee on February 3, 2009; and 


WHEREAS, the Committee has since formation undertaken the following activities: sponsorship of a visit of the Virginia Civil War 150 HistoryMobile to Amherst County, and joint sponsorship with the Amherst County Museum and Historical Society of a document digitization event supporting the Virginia Civil War 150 Legacy Project; and 


WHEREAS, the Committee wishes to expand its activities in the following manner: producing, in conjunction with other regional Civil War Sesquicentennial Committees, a tourist map of the regional Civil War event, “Sheridan’s 1865 Raid”; producing a tourist brochure for a self-guided driving tour of the Amherst County “Clifford” historic district; and sponsoring a return visit of the Virginia Civil War 150 HistoryMobile to Amherst County; and


WHEREAS, the Committee does not have independent legal status as a County agency or as a nonprofit organization; and


WHEREAS, the Committee must have in place a fiscal agent that can accept and distribute any monies contributed to or otherwise received by the Committee if it is to expand its activities in the manner contemplated; and


WHEREAS, the Board expressed its willingness for the County to serve as fiscal agent for the Committee at its regularly scheduled meeting of February 5, 2013, contingent on approval of the terms of any agreement governing that relationship by the County Attorney and County Administrator; and 


WHEREAS, the County Attorney and the County Administrator have approved the terms of this fiscal agency agreement. 


NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual and reciprocal benefits inuring to the Parties hereunder, in further consideration of the duties imposed hereby, and to set forth the expectations of the Parties, the Parties covenant and agree as follows:

1.
The County agrees to act as fiscal agent because the Committee has no independent legal status and hence is unable to apply for, disburse, or manage grants and donations that will allow it to implement its mission.

2.
The Parties jointly agree that the Committee’s mission is to enhance the understanding of the Civil War – its origin, its campaigns, its conclusion, and its continuing impacts on the United States and Amherst County – by County residents, Virginians, and other persons resident in or visiting the United States.  

3.
The Committee agrees that it will:


a.
Work with the Virginia Sesquicentennial of the American Civil War Commission to plan events and activities that draw attention to local Civil War and emancipation history.

b.
Work with Amherst County to plan and execute events and activities that enhance the understanding and appreciation of the events of the Civil War and draw visitors to local history attractions.

4.
The County agrees that it will:

a.
Accept and disburse any donations, grant funds, or other monies on behalf of the Committee, for expenditures in accordance with applicable state, local, or federal requirements

b.
Account for, maintain, and make available funds dedicated to the Committee over multiple fiscal years. 

c.
Procure any necessary contracts with vendors, service providers, contractors, or other entities for projects or initiatives undertaken by the Committee. 

d.
Provide professional, technical and clerical support to the Committee on all matters related to planning, operations, monitoring, oversight, and evaluation of Committee programs, activities and services.

e.
Provide grant writing and management services.

That the Board of Supervisors of Amherst County hereby requests that the Virginia Department of Transportation (“Department”) take a certain subdivision street into the secondary system of state highways, as follows:


WHEREAS, § 33.1-229 of the Code of Virginia provides authority for the Department to add new streets to the secondary system of state highways from time to time as public safety or convenience may require; and


WHEREAS, the street described on Additions Form AM-4.3 (hereafter, “Street”), which form is attached hereto and fully incorporated herein as Exhibit A to this Resolution, is shown on a plat entitled “Elon Forest – Phase I” (hereafter “Plat”), which Plat was approved by the County Planning Director on October 1, 2007; and 

WHEREAS, that Plat, a copy of which is attached hereto and fully incorporated herein as Exhibit B to this Resolution, was recorded on November 14, 2007, and can be found in Plat Cabinet 1, slide 1-189  on file at the Circuit Court for the County of Amherst, and at Deed Book 1096, pages 862-872; and 

WHEREAS, fee simple title to the Street vested in the County upon recordation of the plat pursuant to Virginia Code § 15.2-2265; and 


WHEREAS, the Area Land Use Engineer for the Department has advised the Board of Supervisors that the Street meets the requirements established by the Department’s Subdivision Street Requirements; and 


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors, as the governing body of Amherst County, wishes to request the addition of the Street to the secondary system of state highways.
