1. As a member of the Board of Supervisors, I am expected to participate in the discussion of, and to vote upon, the adoption of the County’s budget, which budget includes lump sum funding for the Amherst County Public Schools, which lump sum funding supports payment of public school employee compensation, including benefits such as health insurance.

2. I am an employee of the Amherst County Public Schools, and therefore a member of a group of three or more people who will be affected by the Board’s vote on adoption of the County budget.

3. I accordingly am required to declare my interest pursuant to subdivision a 2 of §2.2-3112 of the Code of Virginia.
4. The nature of my interest is that I will receive compensation from the Public Schools which is funded out of the lump sum budget approved by the Board of Supervisors.

5. I can notwithstanding this personal interest participate objectively and in the public interest in the vote on the question of approving the County budget

6. I therefore intend to participate in and to vote upon adoption of the budget for Amherst County.
