A resolution, by the Amherst County Board of Supervisors, approving project financing and the issuance by the Economic Development Authority of Amherst County, Virginia, of one or more revenue bonds or notes in an amount not to exceed $7,700,000, to assist Lynchburg College in financing the acquisition, construction, expansion, renovation and equipping of buildings on or near the College’s 214-acre campus at 1501 Lakeside Drive, in the City of Lynchburg, Virginia.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:


I.
That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors, hereby approves project financing and issuance of bonds by the Economic Development Authority of Amherst County, Virginia, as follows:

WHEREAS, the Economic Development Authority of Amherst County, Virginia (the "Authority") has considered the application of Lynchburg College (the "Borrower") requesting the issuance of one or more of the Authority's revenue bonds or notes in an amount not to exceed $7,700,000 (the "Bonds") in one or more series, from time to time, to assist the Borrower in (a) financing the acquisition, construction, expansion, renovation and equipping of academic, student housing, athletic, utility and other facilities (collectively, the "Project") on or near the Borrower's 214-acre campus at 1501 Lakeside Drive, located between Lakeside Drive and College Street, in the City of Lynchburg, Virginia (the "City"), which may include the acquisition and renovation of the approximately 66,000-square-foot health sciences facility now leased by the Borrower and located at 300 Monticello Avenue, which is intended to be used for faculty offices, classrooms, laboratories, a library and a student lounge, all to support a new doctoral program in physical therapy and a new masters program for physician assistants, (b) paying interest on the Bonds, and (c) paying the costs of issuing the Bonds, and which Project will be owned by the Borrower, and the Authority has held a public hearing thereon; and

WHEREAS, it has been requested that the Board of Supervisors (the "Board") of Amherst County, Virginia (the "County") approve the financing of the Project and the issuance of the Bonds, and such approval is required for compliance with Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code").


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST, VIRGINIA:

That the Board approves the financing of the Project and the issuance of the Bonds by the Authority for the benefit of the Borrower, as required by said Section 147(f), to permit the Authority to assist in the financing of the Project.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:


That the approval of the issuance of the Bonds, as required by said Section 147(f), does not constitute an endorsement of the Bonds or the creditworthiness of the Borrower or otherwise indicate that the Project possesses any economic viability.  The Bonds shall provide that neither the Commonwealth of Virginia (the "Commonwealth") nor any political subdivision thereof, including the County, the City and the Authority, shall be obligated to pay the principal of or interest on the Bonds or other costs incident thereto except from the revenues and receipts pledged therefore and that neither the faith or credit nor the taxing power of the Commonwealth or any political subdivision thereof, including the County, the City and the Authority, shall be pledged thereto.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:

That the Bonds are hereby designated as qualified tax-exempt obligations for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, but only to the extent the Bonds are issued during 2013.  The County has not designated, and will not designate, more than $10,000,000 of obligations to be issued during 2013 as qualified tax-exempt obligations for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:

That the Board has determined that the appointment of one of the directors of the Authority was not made in strict conformity with the requirements of the Virginia Industrial Development and Revenue Bond Act.  In order to bring the appointment of that director into conformity with such requirements, the Board hereby re-appoints Donald T. Manley as a director of the Authority for a term ending on January 18, 2017.
