6. Health Department: The Virginia Department of Health shall ensure that the existing drainfield can accommodate the proposed use of the parcel.

7. Trash Disposal: If an outdoor trash disposal facility is used, it shall be fully screened from view.  

8. Use:  The property will only be used as a tire shop, which will provide tire installation and tire service and the retail sales of tires and related accessories.

THE COUNTY OF AMHERST HEREBY ORDAINS:

§1.
That Section 12-17 of the Code of the County of Amherst be and hereby is amended as follows:

Sec. 12-17. Membership.

(a)  The parks, recreation and cultural development board shall consist of five (5) members, one from each election district and they shall be appointed by the board of supervisors. 

(b)  The term of office shall be five (5) years. The terms shall be staggered so that only one (1) office shall expire each year. 

(c)  To the extent possible, each board member shall represent a cross section of all recreational activities. 

(d)  Each member shall serve no more than two (2) consecutive terms.  There shall be no limit on the number of consecutive terms a member may serve.

(e) The initial terms of membership shall be decided by lot and shall be for one (1), two (2), three (3), four (4), and five (5) years respectively. 

(f) Each member of the parks, recreation and cultural development board shall be a resident of the county, qualified by knowledge and experience to make decisions concerning recreation and cultural development in the county. 

(g) Appointment for vacancies occurring otherwise than by expiration of term shall in all cases be for the unexpired term. Members may be removed by the board of supervisors for malfeasance in office. A member whose term expires shall continue to serve until his or her successor is appointed. 

(h) Each member shall take an oath of office.

§ 1.
That section 11.5-5 of the Code of the County of Amherst be and hereby is amended, as follows:

Sec. 11.5-5. Council established; composition. 

(a)
The Amherst County Emergency Services Council is hereby established. 

(b)
The council Council shall consist, at a minimum, of two (2) representatives and one (1) alternate to be appointed from each of the following entities: Amherst Fire Department, Monelison Volunteer Fire Department & Rescue Squad, Inc. [one (1) representative from each division, fire and rescue], Pedlar Volunteer Fire Department & Rescue Squad, Inc. [one (1) representative from each division, fire and rescue], Amherst Life Saving & First Aid Crew, Inc.; one (1) representative, Amherst County Search and Rescue; one (1) representative, and one (1) alternate from each of the following entities: Piney River Volunteer Fire Department, Inc., Gladstone Volunteer Fire Department, Inc., Big Island Volunteer Fire Department, Roseland Rescue Squad, Big Island Rescue Squad, Inc., Gladstone Volunteer Rescue Squad, Inc.; two (2) citizens nominated by the fire and rescue community and appointed by the board of supervisors; one (1) member of the board of supervisors; and the Amherst County Sheriff. The public safety director shall serve as a non-voting member of the council.   include the following as voting members:

(i)
The Chief of the Amherst Fire Department and one alternate from that organization as the Chief may designate.

(ii)
The Captain of the Amherst Life Saving & First Aid Crew, Inc., and one alternate from that organization as the Captain may designate.

(iii)
One representative from each division, fire and rescue, and one alternate from each such division, of the Monelison Volunteer Fire Department & Rescue Squad, Inc..  The representative shall be the Chief or Captain of the division; the alternate shall be such member as the Chief or Captain may designate.  

(iv)
One representative from each division, fire and rescue, and one alternate from each such division, of the Pedlar Volunteer Fire Department & Rescue Squad, Inc..  The representative shall be the Chief or Captain of the division; the alternate shall be such member as the Chief or Captain may designate.  

 (v)
The Director of the Amherst County Department of Public Safety, and one alternate from the Department as the Director may designate.

(c)
The Council shall include the following as nonvoting members:

(i)
A member of the Amherst County Board of Supervisors.

(ii)
The Amherst County Sheriff or his designee, who shall serve as an ex-officio member.
