4.  BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS REQUEST

A. 2015-02  Stefany N. Krantz	

	Request by Stefany N. Krantz for a special exception request in the B-2 General Commercial District.  The purpose of the special exception is to allow a tattoo studio in an existing structure.  The property is located at 929 Wright Shop Road in Madison Heights and is further identified as tax map number 161-A-9.

Mr. Bryant presented the Staff report and concluded that Staff recommends no additional conditions.   However, proffers from zoning case number 2009-18 shall continue to be complied with the property.  The proffers are:

1. Other Uses.  All other uses other than single-family residential and a retail sale and/or service store within the same main structure will not be allowed on the property. 
2. Lighting.  All proposed outdoor lighting will be glare-shielded and directed so as to prevent illumination across the property line.  
3. Hours of Operation.  Monday th ru Friday 9:00AM - 9:00 PM, Saturday and Sunday 9:00 AM - 10:00 PM.
4. Trash Receptacles/Recycling Activities.  Must be conducted inside the building only.  


Mr. Foor opened the public hearing.

The applicant Stefany N. Krantz, resides at 176 Country Living Lane in Madison Heights, spoke in favor of the request.

No one spoke in opposition to the request. Therefore Mr. Foor closed the public hearing.
