Mr. Proffitt provided information regarding the provision of General Engineering/Consulting Services.  Ten proposals were received.  The evaluation committee, consisting of Frank Campbell, Lee Lintecum, Dan French, Teresa Nuckols and David Proffitt met and reviewed all proposals that were received.  Five (5) of those firms were selected for interviews, that were conducted on January 19, 2011.  Those firms were:  Draper-Aden, Hurt & Proffitt, Wiley/Wilson, Dewberry and Acres of Virginia.


The evaluation committee recommends that the Board of Supervisors authorize staff to negotiate with Draper-Aden, Hurt & Proffitt, Dewberry, and Wiley/Wilson for the purpose of establishing term contracts with each for the requested services.  This proposed arrangement would allow any County Department with the approval of the Board of Supervisors the option of utilizing services of any of the four (4) contracted firms.

IN RE:  LINE OF DUTY


Mr. Lintecum presented information regarding a policy of covering hazardous duty personnel by covering them with a basic insurance policy that benefits the person or the family if they are injured or killed while performing their jobs.  Law enforcement personnel, fire fighters, emergency medical personnel are included as well as volunteers.  The state has been paying for this program.  Next year the cost is passed on to localities for personnel serving Amherst.  The Virginia Retirement System is providing the insurance for the Line of Duty Program.  The cost is $233.89 per employee and $58.47 for each volunteer.  Mr. Roakes is obtaining a list of current volunteers.  The cost for our full time employees is $20,348.43.  We are exploring less expensive alternatives.  Mr. Lintecum wanted to make the Board aware of this matter.

WHEREAS, the County is the fee simple owner of a certain tract of land containing approximately 123.475 acres, which tract was transferred to the County by deeds dated March 2, 1995; April 5, 1995; and June 7, 2000; which were recorded in the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of the County of Amherst, Virginia, in Deed Book 691, page 555; Deed Book 693, page 212; and Deed Book 816, page 535, respectively; and 

WHEREAS, that tract of land now is commonly referred to as the Amelon Commerce Center; and

Directing the County Administrator to develop and implement a process for tracking and resolving citizen complaints about County matters and County government operations.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST:

I.
That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors directs the County Administrator to develop and implement a process for tracking and resolving citizen complaints about County matters and County government operations:


WHEREAS, at its regularly scheduled meeting on October 19, 2010, the Amherst County Board of Supervisors expressed concern about the handling of citizen complaints, including stating that complaints should be addressed by the Administration so that citizens are not required to appear before the Board to gain redress; and 


WHEREAS, at the special meeting called to address the question of public nuisances on November 16, 2010, the Board expressed interest in the creation of centralized processes for tracking complaints about public nuisances, including assigning those complaints to appropriate County staff for resolution; and 


WHEREAS, at its regularly scheduled meeting on January 18, 2011, the Board expressed concern regarding responses from the Administration to citizen complaints communicated to the Administration by Board members, and the County Administrator acknowledged his role relative to complaints; and 


WHEREAS, development and implementation of a process for tracking and resolving citizen complaints is not a complicated or costly undertaking; and  


WHEREAS, it does not appear to the Board that a comprehensive, structured process for tracking and resolving citizen complaints has been developed by the Administration.  

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST:

That the Board instructs the County Administrator to develop and implement a process by which citizen complaints about County conditions, operations, initiatives, and projects can be: (1) directed to the County Administrator’s office; (2) documented by that office; and (3) communicated to any county department or agency implicated in a complaint.  The process should include procedures whereby reports as to the resolution of complaints are communicated to the County Administrator’s office and reported by the County Administrator to the Board at regular intervals.

That the Board further instructs the County Administrator to have established the outline of such process no later than the second meeting in February, and to have implemented the process, including publishing information about the process on the County website, no later than the first meeting in March, and to report to the Board on the  process at such meeting.
