BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST:


I.
That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors (“Board”) authorizes the Board Chair and County Administrator to sign documents necessary to take ownership of parcel 96A7-5-A, and to purchase parcels 96A7-A-31, 96A7-5-2, 96A7-5-3, 96A7-5-4, 96A7-5-5, 96A7-5-6, 96A7-5-7 and 96A7-5-9 for $130,000, and to accomplish renovation of the property, and appropriates funds to support acquisition and renovation, as follows:


WHEREAS, the relocation and renovation of the Amherst train station has been an on-going project for many years; and


WHEREAS, grant funds have been used to support the majority of the expenses associated with the relocation; and


WHEREAS, additional grant funds are available to complete renovation of the train station; and


WHEREAS, the Friends of the Historic Amherst Train Station have voted to transfer ownership of the train station and the land upon which it lies to the County by gift; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors believes completion of the project is in the best interest of the community; and 


WHEREAS, successful completion of the project is dependent upon the County acquiring ownership not just of the parcel containing the relocated train station, but ownership of certain adjacent parcels as well.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST:


That the Board of Supervisors authorizes the  Board Chair to sign the deeds and certificate of satisfaction required to take ownership of parcel 96A7-5-A and the improvement thereon, and to take ownership of parcels 96A7-A-31, 96A7-5-2, 96A7-5-3, 96A7-5-4, 96A7-5-5, 96A7-5-6, 96A7-5-7 and 96A7-5-9 for $130,000.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:


That the Board authorizes the County Administrator to sign all grant agreements and other contracts relating to renovation of the train station once the County Attorney has approved them.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST:


I.
That the Amherst County Board of Supervisors (“Board”) authorizes the County Administrator to sign the agreements governing the dam safety grant funds, transfers the matching funds, and appropriates the grant funds, as follows:


WHEREAS, the Department of Conservation and Recreation (“DCR”) has awarded the County two $12,000 grants under the Dam Safety, Flood Prevention and Protection Assistance Fund, for a total of $24,000 in grant funds;


WHEREAS, the grant funds are to be used to help ensure that Stonehouse Lake Dam and Thrasher’s Lake Dam come into compliance with the minimum safety standards contained in the Dam Safety Act (Virginia Code § 10.1-604 et seq.) and the Virginia Impounding Structure Regulations (4 VAC5-20-10 et seq.), and to support initiatives to improve flood prevention and protection; and 


WHEREAS, the Board already has appropriated the necessary matching funds of $12,000 for each grant, for a total of $24,000, to the budget for the Department of Planning and Zoning; and   


WHEREAS, as the Department of Public Works will be administering the grant funds, the Board deems it appropriate that the match funds be administered by that department as well; and 


WHEREAS, DCR has sent the County a proposed agreement for each $12,000 grant (“Agreement”); and 


WHEREAS, the County Attorney has reviewed each Agreement and has approved the same as to form, with the recommendation that the date the County Administrator signs the Agreement should be included on the signature line marked “Its”; and


WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works has confirmed that it has the capacity to administer the grants.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF AMHERST:


That the Board directs the County Administrator to sign the Agreement for the Stonehouse Lake Dam grant and the Agreement for the Thrasher’s Lake Dam grant.
