Ordinance 2013-0010:  Amending the definition of avoidance areas to provide with respect to ridge areas that it includes only those ridge areas which have, within a 500 yard area, two or fewer personal wireless service facilities at the time of application.  This change is intended to facilitate review of applications involving ridge areas that already have sited on them more than two personal wireless service facilities.  
b. Ordinance 2013-0011:  Amending § 907.04 of the Amherst County Code to permit the erection of a free-standing sign for every main building which has frontage on a public road contiguous to that property.
c. Ordinance 2013-0012:  Amending § 302 of the Amherst County Code to add several definitions, to amend the definitions of accessory structures and restaurants, and to eliminate numbers for each definition.
d. Ordinance 2013-0013:  Amending §§ 1601 and 1603, and §§ 1605 through 1610 of the Amherst County Code to expand the goals of landscaping plans to include supporting stormwater regulations and requirements; amend the minimum requirements relating to the number and size of trees required;  increase the size of parking lots to which plans are applicable from five spaces to 20 spaces; allow applicants to submit information indicating that screening is not necessary; eliminate requirements relating to tree canopies; and modify the types of suggested trees, shrubs and flowers.  This ordinance is a recommendation of the Amherst County Business Taskforce.

a. Ordinance 2013-0005:  Defining “hunt club”, and amending section 702 of Appendix A to the Amherst County Code, specifically subsections 702.02 and 702.03, to provide that hunt clubs which do not require for their lawful operation a business license issued pursuant to division 2 of article II of chapter 7 of the Amherst County Code are permitted uses in the agricultural residential district, and that hunt clubs which do require a business license are special exception uses in the agricultural residential district.  Existing hunt clubs may continue to operate without a zoning permit.  The ordinance also defines outdoor shooting ranges and makes those, and private clubs, special exception uses in the agricultural residential district.

b. Ordinance 2013-0014:    Amending section 2-8 of the Amherst County Code, to provide that appointments to the Economic Development Authority of Amherst County, Virginia, shall be made so that five directors are appointed based on their residency or business ownership in the five (5) County election districts such that each election district has representation on the Authority.  Another two directors shall be at large and selected based on their residency or business ownership in any election district in the County.  The Board need not adhere to the requirement for district representation if qualified persons do not apply.  Directors shall retain their seats until their successors are appointed.  Adoption of the ordinance shall not operate to terminate the membership of any person serving as a director on the Authority; instead, all appointments made subsequent to the effective date of the ordinance shall be in accordance with its terms.
